Periodically, I am required to file update reports to LCIF Sight First 
about our Diabetic Retinopathy Grant. Here are some excerpts: 

 

We have continued to increase our retina screening.  As of this date, 
we have screened over 5,000 participants for blood glucose over the 
last year and 1495 clients that we obtained retina images on which 
were gradable.  

 

We currently have six cameras and counting one purchased by Eye 
Foundation of District I, have a total of seven available in the Multiple 
District.  One of the cameras is based with the University of Florida 
Diabetic Camp and Pediatric Endocrinology Diabetic Clinic, where they 
are screening type 1 children.   

 

We have trained twenty-five certified retina screeners with five in 
process of training.  We have redefined our training criteria over time 
to include a total of 20 images with at least a 95 % gradable outcome.  

 

We have almost completed the IRB protocol with the University of 
Florida, who operate the Florida Diabetics Camps.  This was to 
conduct retina screening at the camps, and on all the staff.  We will 
compare the images from one year to the next (hopefully) to prevent 
the Diabetic Retinopathy by early detection of blood vessels.  We will 
be attending all their events as well. This study is in the first stage to 
evaluate when should Type I pediatric diabetics begin undergoing 
retina screening; currently the thought is age 15.   As it works out 
about 8% of the type 1 diabetics have some diabetic eye disease.  We 
are eager to keep a camera in this area so they can perform early 
screening.  It has been demonstrated when you find the diabetic eye 
conditions early enough, we can prevent and reverse it.

You can test it now.  After clicking you should see:

 Because no one else is in the ‘room’ you will most likely see only a black Zoom 

screen during this test. 

 

If you want to move the shortcut icon to a different place on your screen, left 

click on the icon (don’t release – hold the mouse button down) and drag the 

icon with your mouse to the location of your choice. Release.
